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The Children’s Choir of the Bolshoi Theatre was founded in 1920. Since then
the choir has participated in many of the opera and ballet productions of the
theatre such as The Queen of Spades, Eugene Onegin, The Nutcracker, Khovanshchina,
Boris Godunov, Cosi fan tutte, Carmen, La bohéme, Tosca, Turandot, Der Rosenkavalier,
Wozzeck, The Fiery Angel, L'enfant et les sortiléges, Moydodyr, Ivan the Terrible and
others.

At present the choir successfully combines theatre performances with inde-
pendent concert activities appearing at both halls of the Moscow Conservatory,
the Tchaikovsky Concert Hall, the Moscow International House of Music, the Central
House of Art Workers, the halls of the Pushkin Museum and the Glinka Museum,
and other venues. The choir has been a constant participant of festive events,
governmental concerts and other cultural projects such as the Day of Slavic Written
Language, the Year of Culture in Russia, etc. The choir has toured in Germany, Italy,
Estonia, Japan, South Korea and other countries with a great success.

The leading soloists of the Bolshoi Theatre have participated in the Children’s
Choir’s concerts. The choir has collaborated with some of the renowned domestic
orchestras, including the Russian National Orchestra, the Tchaikovsky Symphony
Orchestra, the State Academic Symphony Capella of Russia, the Moscow Symphony
Orchestra Russian Philharmonia, the Osipov National Academic Orchestra of Folk
Instruments and, of course, the Bolshoi Theatre Symphony Orchestra.

The choir’s repertoire includes European and Russian, holy and secular music
of the 15% to 20™ centuries. The Children’s Choir of the Bolshoi Theatre has recorded
a number of albums, including concert programmes with pianists Vladimir Krainev
and Mikhail Bank.

The participation in the choir allows the pupils to enter the highest musical
educational establishments. Many of them have become prize-winners of vocal com-

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petitions. There is a number of leading opera singers who are formers artist of the
choir — Marina Poplavskaya, Svetlana Belokon’, Daria Zykova to name but a few.

The Children’s Choir of the Bolshoi Theatre has been led by Yulia Molchanova
since 2004. She started her artistic career in the choir and later graduated from
the choral conducting faculty of the Moscow Tchaikovsky Conservatory where she
studied under professor Boris Kulikov. Apart from the involvement in the produc-
tions of the Bolshoi’s current repertoire, the Children’s Choir under her leadership
has been engaged in a great deal of concert and tour activities.

Yulia Molchanova has also worked with children’s choirs of opera companies
from Japan, Sweden, France, the UK, Latvia, Finland, Slovenia and Greece helping
the children learn and enter Russian operatic productions. She has also collaborated
with the children’s choirs of the Mariinsky Theatre and the Samara Opera and Ballet
Theatre.

Benjamin Britten wrote his cycle A Ceremony of Carols at the height
of WWIL In 1942, he was on the way back to England from the United States on
a small ship that was threatened to be a sacrifice of a German submarine at any
moment. The dangerous journey lasted for a month. When the ship was held up for
a long time at the port of Halifax in Canada, the young composer sank into studying
a just published collection of Middle English Christmas carols of the 15" century
edited by Gerald Bullett.

The Latin hymn Hodie Christus natus est (Christ Was Born Today) is framed with
nine carols. It was the first time when the composer turned to the timbre of child-
ren’s voices, and he used now and then afterwards. The harp that accompanies
the chorus has a solo “interlude” (No. 7), — Britten had worked on a harp concerto
and studied the nature and character of the instrument in detail.

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Despite the simplicity and clarity of sound, which made the piece so popular,
A Ceremony of Carols is rather complicated to perform, and therefore it is often sung
by adult mixed choirs. However, the composer relied on the effect of the timbre
of children’s voices. The Bolshoi Children’s Choir is one of the few collectives to per-
form this piece entirely.

The rigorous beauty of Britten’s chants is shaded with other conventional
Christmas and more “earthly” carols — We Wish You a Merry Christmas that dates
back to the 16™ century; Ding Dong Merrily on High with the words written by Eng-
lish priest George Ratcliffe Woodward to a dance tune from the old French book
Orchésographie (published in 1924); and a highly popular Jingle Bells originally
written American Thanksgiving by James Lord Pierpont and first published
in 1857.

The carol traditions find their continuation in the music of American composer
Linda Spevacek, an author of numerous pieces for children’s and mixed choir. Sing
a Joyous Alleluia is one of her best known songs.

Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart’s Alleluia may be reckoned among Christmas chants.
The final part of the solo motet Exsultate, jubilate composed in 1773, in Milan, before
the premiere of the opera Lucio Silla, is an aria filled with a joyous and reverential
feeling. It became a recognized concert number and is often performed at Christmas
divine services.

Over the past decades, thousands of pilgrims have visited the memorial chapel
in the Austrian town of Oberndorf. The chapel was erected on the site of the former
St. Nikola church where the famous carol Stille Nacht, heilige Nacht (Silent Night) was
first sung on Christmas Eve 1818. The melody was composed by the modest school
teacher and organist Franz Xaver Gruber and the lyrics were written by the priest
Joseph Mohr.

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Panis Angelicus (Bread of Angels) to the text of Saint Thomas Aquinas is one of the
best pieces by the outstanding composer, organist and teacher César Franck, one
of the greatest masters of French church music of the 19" century. Written in 1872
for an unusual line-up of tenor voice, cello, organ and harp, it later entered his Solemn
Mass and is known today in numerous arrangements, including choral ones.

Old music has always given occasion to many mystifications. So, Ave Maria is among
the most popular listener’s delusions, and was even ascribed to the Florentine composer
Giulio Caccini on the Melodiya record of lute music of the 16"and 17 centuries released
in 1968. It was most probably written by Vladimir Vavilov who had to conceal his author-
ship as he feared that the piece would be banned by Soviet censorship.

The album also includes the famous Italian song Funiculi, Funicula. The composer
Luigi Denza and the journalist and poet Peppino Turco wrote it in 1880 to commemorate
the opening of the first funicular cable car on Mount Vesuvius. It became so popular
during the first years that many singers and composers thought it was a Neapolitan song
(in particular, Richard Strauss and Nikolai Rimsky-Korsakov used it in their works).

The programme of the album mostly based on Christmas carols from different
countries has been performed by the Children’s Choir of the Bolshoi Theatre led
by Yulia Molchanova on a number of occasions at the venues of Moscow and other

cities of Russia.
