BORODIN QUARTET

Valentin Berlinsky — Fidelity to the Quartet

The name Valentin Alexandrovich Berlinsky is inseparable from the Borodin Quartet, of which he remained the
cellist for over sixty years. But his role transcended instrumental performance: he was the ensemble’s conscience,
the guardian of its tradition, the architect of its unique aesthetic, and the principal driver of its artistic continuity.

Fanatically devoted to the quartet — it was his entire existence — Berlinsky perceived chamber music not
as a career, but as an absolute vocation. His contemporaries sometimes called him “King Lear” or “Don Quixote,”
underscoring the integrity and uncompromising standards with which he served music.

From the early years the vision was clear: the quartet was not a transient experiment, but a lifetime path. The
young musicians drew up a “statute” for the ensemble and signed it with a drop of their own blood. This symbolic
gesture, preserved in the memory as an inner legend of the ensemble, expresses the total selflessness that would
define their journey.

Under Berlinsky's leadership, the Borodin Quartet became the foremost interpreter of Dmitri Shostakovich,
performing his fifteen string quartets on the world’s great stages. But the repertoire was never limited to this core:
the ensemble turned to Bartok, Webern, and Britten, embedding its art within the expansive European dialogue of
the 20th century.

This edition unveils another dimension of their activity — recordings of works by 20th-century composers that
were rarely performed. Samuel Barber's String Quartet, Op. 11, German Galynin's Piano Trio, and Sergei Prokofiev's
String Quartet No. 2: these rare interpretations attest to Berlinsky's insatiable curiosity and his aspiration to embrace
both classical tradition and contemporary voices, Soviet music and the spirit of his time.

For him, it always began with the sound. Sound was not a mechanical outcome, but a voice — breathing,
speaking, imbued with meaning. This demand for sincerity in sound he passed on to his students, as did his conviction
that a performer’s genuine worth is determined first and foremost by character.

Itis in this — in fidelity, in responsibility, in deep understanding of the quartet as a moral and artistic whole —
that Valentin Berlinsky’s legacy lies. His name is forever inscribed in the history of 20th-century quartet art.
